KBS SCORES ON THE CAT TESTS!

A Message from the Associate Head of School

Several years ago, we began a
trial assessment of our Grade Three
and Six students using the Canadian
Achievement Test (CAT). CAT tests
are nationally normed standardized
assessments that reflect the
provincial curriculum, and are used
predominantly in Independent
Schools in Ontario and across
Canada.

We found that the results of these
tests would help us in monitoring our
curriculum and predicting patterns of
learning styles in students, sow e made the decision
to incorporate this testing into our May assessment
process.

For the last two years, KBS has implemented
CAT testing for Grades Three to Eght. This year,
we have comparative information that is very helpful
in confirming that our curriculum is extremely strong
and that our students are performing in the top
20t percentile of students across Canada and in
addition, our scores are consistently well above the
Canadian norm. This is extremely significant in
terms of giving credence to our exceptional
programming.

The information these tests provide us is only a
snapshot of the entire assessment picture.
How ever, it does enable us to evaluate our teaching
resources and our curriculum, and helps us predict
areas of strengths and w eaknesses in our students.
This information, along with daily formative
assessment and more in-depth summative
assessment, assists our teachers in designing
programmes that promote effective learning on the
part of our students, thus preparing them
exceptionally w ell for high school.

Why do we choose to use the CAT tests versus
the provincial EQAO (Educational Quality and
Accountability Office) testing? The reasons are
important. Provincial EQAO testing takes place only
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in Grades Three and Six at the elementary level.
These tests are different each year, so there is no
“apple to apple” comparison of responses. EQAO
testing also takes a great deal of time and both
students and teachers report significant stress in
preparing for the test and ultimately, in anticipation of
the results, w hich are subsequently used to rank our
public schools in Ontario. In addition, tests are
marked by a team of teachers and can therefore, be
subject to a lack of consistency and the results are
not always available to the teachers in a timely
fashion.

Conversely, the CAT tests can be given to Grades
Three to Eight every year. The tests are identical,
computer marked and the results are returned to us
within a month. Testing takes approximately 40 to 60
minutes a day for 4 to 5 days, depending on the
grade. We can compare and carefully monitor
student results on a yearly basis and the tests are
user and teacher friendly.

Needless to say, we are extremely proud of our
students, teachers and staff who work together to
deliver our curriculum. We continue to strive for
excellence and for all the reasons above, we find the
annual CAT information to be useful and timely. If
you would like more information about CAT tests,
please visit the follow ing w ebsite:

Itis hard to believe that the end of the first term is already
upon us. It has been interesting watching the students
adjust to life in Grade Three. Despite the fact that itis 'only
Grade Three to some people, to our classit istheir chance
to be the oldest of the piimary grades. They getto take on
the responsibility of being the Lunch Room leaders and are
the oldest students out on the playground during lunch
recess. Along with these new leadership roles, comes an
increase in confidence and pride, which can especially be
seen on Friday mornings as they all take that extra
moment to ensure their blazers are on properly.

Life in Grade Three has been very busy. The class has
been learning about fractons and time in math, has
reviewed the writing process and has begun to learn about
the six traits of writing in language. With the assistance of
Mrs. Porter, they have also been introduced to literature
circles. In Science, the students have been participating in

several science experments,
which hawve helped them to
learn about different types of
forces, direct and indirect
force, and how to change the
speed and direction of moving
objects, just to name a
few. They thorughly enjoyed
using launch pads to send
dinky cars zooming across the
classroom floor and down the
hallway. The dassalso had a
great time coming up with their
own design, using paper or
plastic bags, to slow down the
speed of a sponge that was
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dropped from the top of a ladder.

In Social Studies, the Grade Three’s have been
learning about mapping and put their knowledge to the test
on Hallowe'en as they went on a treasure hunt around the
school.

Thanks to the wonderful addition of the Smartboards, it
has been much easier to teach the students how to use
Microsoft Word. To date, they have been practising how to
change the font, size, and colour of the text. They wrote
some beautiful acrostic poems about different animals,
which they had to type in Word and apply the knowledge
they have acquired. In addition to learning how to change
the text, the students have also begun to learn how to
import pictures and create borders.

The Grade Three students were very fortunate to be
selected to particpate in the Pay It Forward pilot
project. Every Grade Three student received a bracelet
that they very proudly wore for a few days. They were
instructed to be on the look out for acts of kindness and if
they saw one, they were to pass on their bracelet to the
person performing the act of kindness. Although at first a
bit reluctant to pass on their bracelets, pretty soon the
bracelets were making their way all around the school. In
addition to the bracelets, the students were also divided
into six groups and each group was assigned a teddy
bear. The students have been taking turns taking the
teddy bears home with them and recording in a journal all
of the acts of kindness that the teddy bear withesses while
at home with them.

Next term, will bring with it more science experiments
that will revolve around our next unit on Plants and Sailsin
the Environment as well as a wonderful unit on Rural and
Urban Communities.

Grade Four - Deanna Reid

Throughout this term, Grade Four students have become
experts in the field of animal habitats and food chains. We
have discovered what habitats provide for animals and what
happensto a habitat when something is changed. We have
also investigated food chains and through a very “hands on”
activity (dissecting owl pellets), determined that owls have
some very interesting eating habits.

Through further investigations, Grade Four students also
determined that all animals have special adaptations to help
them to survive in their envionment. We learned “first hand”
that an added layer of blubber really does help to keep Arctic
animals warm and that each type of bird has a different beak
for a reason.

Through playing games and practising with math
manipulatives (hands on materials), Grade Four students
have learned about growing, shrinking and repeating
patterns. Students even became teachers and shared what
they had learned with their JK learming partners; teaching
them how to create patterns.

Throughout this term, Grade Four students have even

practised being politicans, while participating in our
first debate about the use of plastic water bottles. |
think we may have some “budding” advocates in
Grade Four. We will let you know after our next round
of debates.

Grade Five - Meghan Hall

The future politcians of Barrie have been displaying their
political acumen over the past several weeks, as we have been
learning about many differentfacets of the Canadian Gov ernment.
During the federal election campaign, we were delighted to
welcome candidates from the Green, Liberal NDP, and
Consewnvative parties. Each candidate discussed the main
platform of his/her party and why s/he entered politics. Using
Microsoft Publisher, students created an informational brochure
on one of these political patties, including facts about the pary
leader, local candidate for our riding, and the major platfom
issues. On October 14", the Grade Fiv e class ran the KBS polling
station. Once again, the outcome of the KBS election predicted
the official election results!

Students created a poster on one of Canada’s Prime Ministers.
During our “Mocktail Party at 24 Sussex Drive”, each student took
on the role of the P.M. that s/he had researched, introducing him/
herseff along with his/her greatest accomplishments while in
Office. To consolidate learning, students wrote a formal letterto a
politician using knowledge of Canadian Government.  Most
students opted to write to Stephen Harper, expressing their
opinions about political issues. We hav e our fingers crossed that
we will receive a letter in return from the Office of the Prime
Minister!

As an introduction to our Science unit, Properties of and
Changes in Matter, students used an inquiry model to inv estigate
the characteristics of solids, liquids, and gases to determine a
definition of each state of matter. To clearly demonstrate changes
of state, students explored heat loss and heat gain through

various experiments and designed an insulated container. To
test the insulating dev ices, we made hat chocolate and recorded
the temperature at timed intervals for ten minutes. We explored
a few non-reversible chemical changes by roasting
marshmallows, making raisins “dance”, and causing a few
eruptions when vinegar and baking soda were combined.

The highlight of this Science unit was solving “The Mystery of
the Unknown Powder”. Students applied what they had learned
about rev ersible, physical changes, and non-reversible, chemical
changes by conducting tests on three unknown powders. Mr.
Rodford, Miss Davidson and Mrs. Jenkins were suspected of
stealing the Griffin statue. By collecting powder samples from
each suspect and testing them, students discovered that Mrs.
Jenkins was guilty. When presented with our test results, Mrs.
Jenkins confessed to taking the Griffin because it is a pain to
dust! The Grade Five's ensured the safe return of the statue to
its rightf ul place in the Library.

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Middle School News
Grade Eight - Nick Powell

What do the Golgi apparatus, population pyramids, Prime Minister Laurier
and a dance all have in common? Ask a Grade Eight what they been studying
and organising this term, and you'll have the answer. It has been a busy and
varied first termin Grade Eight!

Cells, Tissue and Organs have been the focus of the science studies w ith
the students learning a great deal. Their large and colourful representations of
cells have been on display outside our classroom and we have had
opportunity to study some cells under the microscopes in the lab. Potato cells
undemwent some shrinking and expanding as students immersed them in a
variety of solutions in order to study osmosis.

Geographically, Grade Eight has been looking at patterns in the world’s
population. They have developed a good understanding of how and why communities develop in a range of
situations and sites around the world. Using their growing knowledge of this topic, they have each been able to
think critically as they have produced some illuminating plans and maps that depict their ideal communities. There
are some budding urban planners in Grade Eight.

History has seen us focussing on the social and economic changes that
occurred in Canada during the late 19t and early 20t centuries. Studying this
period now has dove-tailed nicely wih the geography, as they both deal with
the growing population and urbanization of Canada. Similarly, as students
studied the political manoeuvring of Laurier in the late 18" century, they had
chance to listen to the words of current politicians during the recent election
campaign. The visiting candidates, from each of the four main parties, helped
to bring the subject to lfe. Class discussion showed that students were able to
relate ther historical studies to the present day, as they listened to different
platforms being presented.

The issue of what can, and should be done to help reduce the human
impact on the environmentwas hotly debated during the time when the political

candidates were visiting. Grade Eight students discussed and asked questions of the politicians, and researched
the idea of a Carbon Tax being part of the solution. Opinions within the class were clearly divided and strong
arguments were made by those in favour of such a tax and those opposed to it. We have some emerging
politicians in Grade Eight.

One thing each of the Grade Eight students agrees upon whole heartedly is that the new interactive Smartboard
is afantastic addition to the learning took available to us in KBS. The Smartboard is now fully operational and has
immediately become an integral part of vitually every lesson. With the immense variety of built-in tools and
flexibility this piece of technology brings into the classroom, each subject taught is enhanced and taken beyond the
confines of a text book. Using the Internet upon the large interactive screen, students have collectively put organs
into virtual models, observed changes in population trends, and accessed a variety of animated learning websites.
Interaction is learning by practical participation.

This past term, Grade Eight has had a valued, and now sorely missed,
extra student. Antoine, a French exchange student, who had been staying
with Curtis Cook, became an integral part of the class and the school as a
whole. He settled in beautifully and immediately became one of the ‘gang’.

Antoine thoroughly enjoyed his time in Canada and was particularly
saddened to leave KBS. All of the Grade Eight students intend to stay in
touchw th him.

All the students have worked extremely hard this term and will
undoubtedly continue to strive for excellence, both academically and in their
collective and individual leadership roles.

Art News - Cindy Kay

Clay, day, and more clay. The start of the year has been filled with the students creating varous pieces of pottery.
We have been so blessed to have Lynne Butler at Creative Cafe allow usto use her kiln to fire the pottery.

Students in Grade Four used cday to create one section of a totem pole. Totem poles are an art form most often
found in the western parts of Canada. The studentsleamed that the chief of the tribe was the one who decided what
images would be carved on the pole. They saw pictures of the men caning the wooden pole with chisels, adzes and
other woodworking tools. We visited a website that depicts a modern day group of students creating their own totem.

Students rolled out a slab of day that they used to wrap amund a section of PVC pipe. Pieces were sculpted and
attached to the cylinder of cday to form animal figures. Once the pieces have been fired, the students will be painting
their piecesin a Monochromatic colour scheme. Keep an eye out for the finished piecesin the library.

Grade Fve isthe one and only dass that did not start the year with day, but they
will get to it soon. Creating a figure that is in proportion and in motion can be quite
difficult. At this developmental stage the students tend to draw arms and legs that are
missing joints and are too short. The head is usually large and drcular sitting on a
skinny litde neck, if there isa neck at all. The students were taught the proportion of the
body using the head as the measuring tool. They were given the opportunity to make
observations of their fellow students to figure out the size of the various body parts in
relation to the head. For example, the length of the torso from the shoulders to the
waist is two heads in length. The students used black paper to cut out an oval head.
They then used the head astheir measuring tool to figure out the size of the rest of the
body parts. Once all of the pieces had been cut the students selected a picture of an

Olympic athlete. They arranged their pieces to emulate the gesture of the figure in the picture. The students applied
complementary colours to their work. One colour was used as the background colour, while the other colour was used
for clothing or athletic equipment. Check outthe displayin the hall by the Parent Coundil office.

Hrst Nations Pottery was the focus for the Grade Six class. The students learned about day and the purpose it
served in making pottery for a Frst Nation's home. They were introduced to the various stages of day and the tools
used to work the clay. Various pictures and examples of Frst Nations pottery were shown to the students depicting
simple carved patterns and designs. During the planning stage, the students sketched designs of pottery they would like
to create that would serve a spedcific purpose. Patternswere explored and chosen to adorn each individual's piece. The
students used the pinch and cail techniques to build their pottery. Natural objects were used to create the patterns
ranging from rocks and shells, to cedar branches and twigs. The students will complete their pieces with a stain to
further emulate the look of Frst Nations pottery.

Grade Seven students have constructed cylinders integrating a chosen animal. The
students learned what a slab of dayisand how to use the thickness stripsto create an even
thickness slab. Each student wrapped their clay around a can or PVC pipe to build the basic
cylinder shape. Forms such as a sphere and a coil were created to build the basic forms of
each animal. The students learned how to attach clay pieces to each other using the score
and dlip technique. Many students added details to create a setting as well as textures and
details on the animal. Haiku poems about the animal on their pot will be created with Mrs.

FitzGerald which will be written on the finished pottery.

Grade Eight students created symmetiical bowls or platters. The Principle of Balance

was introduced where the students learned about bi{ateral symmetry and radial symmetry.

Each student chose a type of symmetry they wished to use for their pottery. A stencil was
created in the same manner that you would make a snowflake.
Each student used their stencil to cut out the unique edged slab of
clay and proceeded to drape the clay over a plaster mold. To enhance the look of the pottery
and make it more functional was the next step. Some students added texture, feet, pedestal
base, cutouts, and designs. Glaze will be added once the pottery has been fired.

The Grade Eight students have also been working on a Claymation unit. Each student

plays a role in the production. The purpose behind each production isto present a KBS rule.
Students are creating storyboards, character sketches showing movement and emotion,
backgrounds, props, and the plasticine character. Movie Maker is the software we will be
using to build the presentation. Sound, narration, and/or music will also be added. The
project is very labour intensive and will give the students a greater appreciation for such
productions as Wallace and Gromit, Hushed Away, and Chicken Run. All of the finished
projects will be presented at an assembly.

KBS WINS FIRST EVER C.I.S.A.A. SCHOOL TITLE IN U10 BOYS CROSS-COUNTRY

With the start of a new school year in September, also came the start of new athletic teams at KBS. At KBS
this year, we had over 25 students participate on the cross-country team, a Ul4 soccer team and a U12 soccer
team.

The KBS cross-country team had a very strong season right from the start. The students had a number of
strong performances at both of their invitational meets. The last race of the season was the Conference of
Independent Schools Athletic Association Championship meet that was held at Trinity College School in Port
Hope on Oct. 21st. With w eather that included freezing temperatures, rain, snow and mud, the cross-country
team came through w ith some amazing results!

For the first time in the 10 year history of KBS the U10 Boys’ cross-country team brought home a C.1.S.A.A.
championship trophy. The team w as represented by Cole Greig (3), Matthew Legallais (14"), Connor Woolsey

(15™), Nick Jadidi (16%), and lain Quayle (25%"). The boys finished an amazing
first overall out of 12 competing teams.

With 125 girls participating in the U10 girls race, Brooke Houghton finished
37t and Avondale Nixon finished 38t. The U12 girls w ere lead by Krista Murdoch
with a 4t place finish and the team placed 8™ overall. The Ul4 girls saw Jessie
Kennedy finish 17t and Alex Recio finish 32nd,

In the U12 boys’ division, Dhruv Krishnan finished 52" and Vandan Patel
crossed the line in 65" place out of 115 runners. The Ul4 boys’ race had John
Jospeh Mitchell finishing in 24" place and Sam Greer in 25", The Ul4 boys’
team placed a remarkable 6t overall.

U10 Champions! The Ul4 soccer team played six games in their fall
season and finished with a record of 4-1-1. The team was represented with some
exceptionally strong play from Connor Michaud in net, John Joseph Mitchell at mid-field
and both Natasha Webber and Alex Recio displaying their “Golden Boots” at the striker
position.
The Ul2 soccer team demonstrated a valiant effort during their regular season.
Although they finished their season with a 0-5 record, the team continued to improve as
the season progressed and lost their last tw o games of the season by a single goal to both
Kingsw ay College School and Upper Canada College. A few of the stand-out players on
the Ul2 team this year include Biliwal Singh in net, Dhruv
Krishnan on defence and Carter Peirone at the striker
position.
