A Message from the Associate Head of School

The Middle School Gains Candidate Status in the Int

Kempenfelt Bay Middle School has entered the
candidate phase of the International Baccalaureate
programme thanks to the outstanding work and dedication
of our Grade 6 to 8 teachers. Diane FtzGerald, took on
the role of Middle School 1.B. Coordinator three years ago.
Since then, our teachers, both homeroom and specialist,
have all taken |1.B. training in spedific subject areas. They
have enriched their programmes by implementing the 1.B.
framework and have documented their curriculum with
extremely detailed 1.B. unit planners. The process leading
up to this inital stage of candidacy has been extremely
challenging, but the results that are visible in our students
learning are nothing short of outstanding.

The I.B. programme is not a curriculum, but rather a
framework in which we can deliver our curriculum. We
are able to teach the Ontario Ministry of Education
approved curriculum, but enrich it through the guidelines
set by I.B. The outcome is a rich, interactive learning
environment that requires students to take ownership of
their education, to learn strategic organizational skills, to
reach beyond the norm by stretching their critical and
creative thinking abilites, and to take on a social
conscience.

Community and Service is also one of the premises of
the I.B. curriculum. In the infancy of our implementation,
we had to educate our students about what this meant, by
providing them with access to opportunites for
Community and Senvice in our school. Students are now
creative and independent in finding ways to help people
both inside and outside of KBS. From serving Christmas
dinner at Rosie’s Diner to people who couldn’t provide one
at home, knitting scarves for homeless, fundraising for
Free the Children, to sending care packages to our
soldiers in Kandahar, the initiatives have increased in
scope and ingenuity.

Globalism isa buzz word these daysin every aspect of
our life. Long before this became a ‘motto” of the 21
century, the 1.B. programme espoused the importance of
global connections, in terms of understanding
interpersonal relationships and multi-culturalism.
Coupled with Community and Service, these parameters
have empowered our studentsto reach out to our soldiers
in Kandahar, for example. After supplying our soldiers
with care packages, a project introduced to the Middle

ernational Baccalaureate Programme!

School by Olivia (Grade 6) and Jordan (Grade 7) Morello,
we enjoyed a visit from a soldier on leave, who now
reguladly communicates with us via email. We also had
thank you notes and pictures from three other soldiers in
Afghanistan. Thisconnection that the students have made
is immeasurable in terms of their understanding of world
poalitics, the nature or our peace keeping force and the
realites of life and death situations.

The concept of vertical and horizontal planning is the
very basis of effective teaching and the I.B. programme
insists that this occur. What does this type of planning
mean? Weeky, our teachers meet by grade level
(horizontal) and with all teachers of Grades 6 to 8 (vertical).
This essential communication ensures that the standards of
the 1.B. programme are dearly delineated, and that
teachers can plan units that are integrated. Rather than
teaching subjects in isolation, ideas and concepts are
interrelated within the curriculum and the world around us.
Real life connections enable the studentsto make sense of
what and why they are learning.

There is tremendous work and energy going into this
initiative at KBS. Caring and dedicated teachers see the
benefits of I1.B. and that students can be so successful at
what they do. Our hard work continues through this year.
We will benefit from a visit fom our [.B. mentor who will
guide usthrough this part of the process. In November, we
will submit our final application and all the documentation
that is required. In 2010, we will be inspected for fomal

Grade 5 students are currently learning about the
‘Human Body’ in Sdence. In this unit, students are
exploring the organ systemsthat make up the human body,
what isrequired to keep the body healthy, and the choices
they make about their bodies that may have lifelong effects.
Students are demonstrating their understanding of factors
that contibute to good health by designing a two-day diet
and one-week exercise plan for a ‘client.” We invite you to
take a moment to view the projects, which will be on display
inour stairway.

As part of our current Science unit, the Grade 5 students
are participating in the Power4dBones programme, a Six
week journey to stress the importance of bone health.
During the first week, students were introduced to the
characters and mission, and became Secret Agents. Each
subsequent week, we receive a ‘message’ to decode, read
comics, participate in challenges on the P4B website, and
test our knowledge of bone building activities and foods.

During the month of February, students are learning
about different forms of poetry originating from various
Andent Civilizations including Haiku (Japan) and Concrete
(Greek).

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Middle School News
Grade 8 - Nick Powell

Along with their regular studies thisterm, Grade 8 students have been on
a little spending spree with a fictitious $200,000 at their disposal. They have
also been designing scientific research projects. Foreach of the studentsit has
been a prosperous tem academically, but for many there have been some
hard financial lessons. Some pi’in mathematics has helped sweeten things.

The focus of Grade 8s geographic studies has been the diffeing economic
systems that operate around the globe. They have developed a sound
knowledge of each type of system, how they operate separately and in various
combinationsin different economies, including Canada’s. As part of this study,

Grade 8 students have been following the Canadian stock market and gaining
an understanding of how it has been affected by current world economic
issues.

Given an imaginary budget of $10,000, each student has put together their
own portfolio of Canadian business based investments. They have then been
avidly referring to the business pages of the Toronto Star each day as well as
utilizing the laptops to chart and record the progress of their stocks. Some
investments, such as potash, have proven sound investments for many, with modest gains being made. Howewer, each
student has learned that prices can fall aswell asrise. Everybodyis now intending to reinvest some of their diminishing
fundsin an effort to minimize theirlosses.

The study of economics has also been featured in the history topic this term. As students have discovered more
about the birth of Canada, and its confederation, they have learned that economic growth was a major reason for the
original coloniesto join together. Similally, their research has cleally illustrated how the prosperity of Canada was, and
gtill is, intertwined with that of other nations.

Mechanical advantage and efficiency have been Grade 8s scientific focus this term. Levers, pulley systems and
gears have all been studied with pupils discoveling how to calculate the mechanical advantage and velocity ratio for
each. Forces, friction and pressure have also been expelienced in dass (scientifically thatis) as students have prepared
for the Science Fair. Everybody has been extremely busy asthey have researched, developed, written-up and displayed
their projects.

Mathematics can put many in a spin, but as part of their studies, Grade 8s have tackied the topic of circles with
success. They have been calculating areas and cdrcumferences, as well as understanding the concept of  (pi).
Utilizing the dimensions of cylinders, the students have learned how to calculate the surface area and volume of these

3D shapes.

The Grade 1 class is learning a new play called “Le Prince Grenouille.” They are
having lots of fun learning the actions and taking turns being the Frog Prince. The dass
has been practising their French reading skills and will soon be starting writing
activities.

The Grade 2 students have been busy writing their own versions of “Boudes d’or et
lestroisours.” They are looking forward to reading their storiesto you at home. The
class has also been introduced to a new play called “Cendiillion.” They are practising
reading the play and learning more new French vocabulary to impress you!

In the last few weeks, the Grade 3 students have been
introduced to their second unit, “Comment y aller?” This story

lives in Paris. In this unit, the students will continue to increase their vocabulary, by using the
gesture approach and will review previously learned words with the associated gestures.

They are practising their verbs in the present tense and are
beginning to put wordsin correct order to create complete sentences. They will be developing
their awareness of verbs and adjectives with opposite meanings. The children will also be

practising the use of definite and indefinite article with nouns.

The Grade 5 students have begun the sixth unit of Histoires en actions, “Le bistro des animaux.” The linguistic goal
of thisunitisto ensure continued extensive consolidation and to review previously introduced vocabulary and structures.
The students will be expected to begin to identify and self-correct targeted grammatical elements while creating their
story extension. They will start to develop an awareness of the past tense through oral responsesto simple questions.
Students will have fun learning rap songs using different verb tenses.

Trumpet) who will be performing
with the CISMF Concert Band at
Roy Thompson Hall in Apiil.

Tem 2 is always a time of

great musical growth for the instrumental musical dasses.
The students have solidified theirmusical and technical skills
after the summer break, and are ready for new musical
challenges. The middle school students have been learning
how to use SMARTMUSIC technology as a tool for feedback
and assessment. This innovative technology enables the

students to dmultaneously read the music in staff notation,
hear the music asit should be played with a full instrumental
accompaniment, and visually receive feedback on their
performance. Their playing can then be saved electronically
to create a portfolio of their musical progress at KBS.
SMARTMUSIC technology also enables the musc to be
projected onto the board, so that the whole dass can view the
music as it is being performed. The SMARTMUSIC library
currenty has a database of over 30,000 ftitles, and will
certainly benefit the students as the instrumental music
programme continues to grow.

While technology is a wonderful tool for the 21 century
student, the core of music making, remains unchanged as
rhythm, melody, technique and musical expression combine
to communicate in a unique way. The students in Grade 4
and 5 are developing their basic skills of technique and
musicianship in the Band Karate programme, as they
enthusiastically work on their belt colours. The Grade 5
classes have been leaming how tythmic independence
enables groups to play together. The Grade 6 dasses have
been leaming basic conducting gestures, and how these
gestures can improve the performance of a group. The
Grade 7 and 8 dasses have been also focusing on rhythm
and performing music in compound time.

Studentsin Grade 4 were thiilled to see their kin fired totem pole pieces. The students learned
how to create a monochromatic colour scheme for their pieces using tempera paint. Once the main
features were painted, the studentsadded visual interest by embellishing their pieces with pattems
and designs. You can see the three finished totem poles on displayin the library.

Math and Art often go hand in hand. The students completed a unit that combined fractions of a
cirde and paper sculpture. Perfect circles of varying sizes were drawn on paper and then cut and
folded to create various fractions. The students assembled these pieces to create a bird sculpture.
Each bird designed was required to be built usinga whole cirdle, 3%, ¥, ¥, and 1/8 of a cirde.

Weaving is the next unit the students will be coveling. Students learned about the varous
matelials that could be woven and why weaving is considered art. Students saw various examples of
weavings from other countriesas well as the vaiiety of looms used to weave on. The weavings take a
long time to complete, so students will be bringing their looms home.

Grade 5 was so excited when | brought the clay out for them to use. The students were taught the
valious stagesof clay, induding when firing takes place. They also leamed the proper namesof the tools they would be using.
The hand building technique of creating coils was the focus. Students coiled, spiraled, dipped and curved their coils to design
some amaznglyintricate pieces. The studentsleamed what glaze isand applied the three layers. Their finished piecesare on
displayin the library.

Grade 5 also leamed about the Post-Impressionist artist, Vincent van Gogh. Students leamed about his life and his
amazing contribution to the word of art. Vincent painted pictures of things that were around him that were meaningful. The
students were required to bring in a photograph of something, someone, or someplace that was important. They applied their
paintin long strokes that created movement and beautiful colourblending. Their finished paintings hang in the framesin the
lunchroom.

Grade 6 students also finished their pottery by adding glaze. Their finished pieces
were designed for a spedfic pupose in mind, just as the FHrst Nations potters created
pieces that were functional and beautiful. Their pieces are on display in the library.

Pointillism...dot...dot...dot..Georges Seurat. The Grade 6 students studied this great
artist who brought the scientific theory of visual colour mixing to life. The concept of
Pointillism flows over into our modem day technology. Ink jet printers print with tiny litie
dots of cyan, magenta, yellow, and black. Digital cameras use the technology of pixels to
create an image. The students designed a fantasy creature and have been diligenty
glling in their image with tiny litle dots of colour that visually mix when viewed from a

istance.

Our next unit focuses on the artist Batbara Reid and her plasticine creations. Students
will choose a Canadian animal to create out of plasticine. Students will research their animal, and create the animal and it’s
habitatina shadowbox.

Grade 7 students have been working on drawing portraits. A project that was wamly received was the Self portrait
drawings. Students were photographed with a digital camera with various facial expressions. The
images were printed and cut in half for the students to draw the other half as the assignment.
Proportion, symmetry, and the application of shading were evaluated.

Following the Self portraits, the students have been working with a partner to put on the hat of
Forensic Sketch artist. One partner acts as the witness and is given a black and white photograph of
the “suspect.” Itistheirjob asthe withess to describe to their best ability what the suspect looks like.
The Forensic Sketch artist asks many questions of the withess and begins sketching from the
desciiption. It always amazes me to see the likeness they are able to create without even seeing the
photograph. Once the sketch is complete, the partners switch roles and the process begins again.
Keep an eye out for the display by the Grade 7 dass.

Grade 8 students finished their geometric bowls by applying glaze. The results are quite stunning.
The students will be visiting Creative Café to see what a kiln is and how it works to fire the clay. They
will also have an opportunity to speak with the owner, Lynn Butler, about what it islike to run an art
based business.

The daymation projects are having some technical difficulties, but believe me when | tell you they were quite impressive!
We’ve got a bright bunch of students at KBS. Not only are they problem solvers, but they are enthusiastic about trying out new
ideas.

The next project is more open-ended. The students are to create an animal sculpture of their choice out of a medium of
their choice. To make fora more interesting sculpture, the animal is to be captured in motion. Each of the students is creating
a design plan which will lay out all of the steps required to complete their sculpture. They will also be documenting their
progress, thoughts, and struggles in alog. There will be quite an amazing range of additive sculpture and subtractive sculpture
projects with various finishes and dimensions. During the unit, Mr. Rodford was kind enough to come in and give a
presentation about hisamazing wood canvings.
