A Message from the Associate Head of School

How Boys and Girls Learn Differently
Recently, there has been a lot of buzz about the possible creation of an all boy public

school in Toronto. Heads of fellow member Independent schools, Sterling Hall and
Upper Canada College, both boys’ schools, have been quoted in the papers supporting
this idea. There has long been an argument about single sex education and how it
complements the different learning styles between boys and girls. To help you truly understand the
differences, | have outlined some below. Take a look. It is interesting reading!

Males and females see things differently. Male and female eyes are not organized in the
same way. The composition of the male eye makes it attuned to motion and direction. Boys
interpret the world as objects moving through space. The teacher should move around the
room constantly and be that object. The male eye is also drawn to cooler colors like silver,
blue, black, grey, and brown. It's no accident boys tend to create pictures of moving objects
like spaceships, cars, and trucks in dark colors instead of drawing the happy colourful family,
like girls in their class.

The female eye, on the other hand, is drawn to textures and colors. It's also oriented toward warmer
colors—reds, yellow, oranges—and visuals with more details, like faces. To engage girls, the teacher doesn’t

need to move as much, if at all. Girls work well in circles, facing each other. Using

AR descriptive phrases and lots of color in overhead presentations or on the chalkboard
- 9 gets their attention.
— Boys and girls also hear differently. When someone speaks in a loud tone, girls

interpret it as yelling. They think you’re mad and can shut down. Girls have a more

finely tuned aural structure; they can hear higher frequencies than boys and are more
sensitive to sounds. Girls’ teachers should watch the tone of their voices while boys’
teachers should sound matter of fact, even excited.

A boy’s autonomic nervous system causes them to be more alert when they're Mj@;\a
standing, moving, and the room temperature is around 69 degrees. Stress in boys, he
says, tends to increase blood flow to their brains, a process that helps them stay
focused. This won’t work for girls, who are more focused seated in a warmer room
around 75 degrees. Girls also respond to stress differently. When exposed to threat '
and confrontation, blood goes to their guts, leaving them feeling nervous or anxious.

Boys will rise to a risk and tend to overestimate their abilities. Teachers can help them by getting them to
be more realistic about results. Girls shy away from risk, which is exactly why lots of girls’ programs began in
the private sector. Teachers can help them learn to take risks in an atmosphere where they feel confident
about doing so.

At Kempenfelt Bay School, we are always looking for ways to design our classroom environment to suit
the learning styles of not only boys and girls as a group, but each student as an individual. It is helpful
though, if you as parents, have an idea of how your child learns best and what the typical learning curve is for
him or her. For instance, most people know that girls learn to read and write sooner than boys. Girls like to
be organized, boys have trouble with organization. Boys like hands-on approaches to learning, girls can
readily interpret information presented in print. These of course are generalizations, but always something to
consider in setting up the optimal learning environment.

Parent-Teacher interviews are fast approaching. All students from JK to Grade 8 will be involved in
portfolio interviews, which will include a collection of their work. Take the time to really involve yourself in the
discussion and ask your child how they like to work best, what type of lessons appeal, i
and what atmosphere in the classroom is most productive for them. Seek out these
answers so that you can better understand the learning style of your child(ren). Armed
with this information, you can better establish work areas and schedules at home. You
can also share this information with future teachers, facilitating easier transitions from =
grade to grade, elementary to secondary and beyond. A i
